Ballet is facing a decline across
America, and there are several reasons
for it. The lack of community support
results in fewer job opportunities
offered by professional ballet
companies. Additionally, the industry
has been impacted by unfair practices,
bias, and subjective factors that favor
wealthy or politically influenced
dancers while others are pushed out of
the field.

Identifying the Issue of

Unprofessional Standards

The absence of a professional
ballet company in Orange County
has resulted in the decline of
ballet standards due to a
inconsistent dependence on out-
of-state dance groups. This has
caused a drop in the quality of
ballet in the area, emphasizing
the significance of a local,
professional company to serve its
own community.

Recognizing Up-and-Coming
Talent That Goes Elsewhere

In our area, the absence of a
professional standard has resulted in
young, gifted individuals seeking
better opportunities elsewhere. This
was the experience of Founder Ally
Helman. And it highlights the
importance of exposing students to
professional environments and
providing opportunities for interaction
with established artists, as it allows
them to unlock their full potential here
in OC.
